: Can I request a linen change? What about extra linens?

Q: can | have mail sent to my suite at 402 Columbus Ave.?

A: Due to the fact we do not have onsite staff we do not monitor or
collect mail or packages from guests. If you were to have mail sent, it
would have to be sent to the property during your stay and we would
recommend to check and make sure it is delivered on time!
